	PRIME AREAS OF LEARNING



	PERSONAL, SOCIAL & EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT

· Discussing ‘relationships’ and how we feel when we miss someone we love

· Exploring our feelings of ‘happy’, ‘sad’ and ‘angry’

	PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT

· Using the large spaces in the hall, begin to introduce large scale movements and moving in different ways – ‘Sticky Kids’

· Action songs designed to develop the children’s gross and small motor skills 
	COMMUNICATION & LANGUAGE

· Continuing exploring the ‘sounds’ made by each letter of the alphabet - both visually and orally

· Identifying words that begin with the same sound

· Exploring the initial, middle and end sounds of 3 letter words

	SPECIFIC AREAS OF LEARNING



	LITERACY

· Revisit Phonics Phase 2, Set 1/2/3. Recognising sounds and blending to form letters when mark making.

· Continue to practise oral blending and segmenting of sounds.

· Practise letter formation when name writing.
	MATHEMATICS

· Making number books to recognise numerals/digits in the environment, beginning with 1-5, then 1-10 and beyond

· Comparing sets of objects identifying ‘more’ and ‘less’

· Using the children’s ‘holiday homework SPTO photos, to develop the children’s own interests in the Nursery setting.
· Looking at the use of ICT in the classroom and at home
