Inspired by Julia Donaldson's Poems to Perform: A Classic collection, children will watch, perform, read and write a range of performance poetry. 

Explanation 

Taking inspiration from Wallace and Gromit, the children will watch a number of short clips and create an explanation about a new invention.

Calculation
Developing written methods to subtract any pair of four-digit numbers. Developing use of compact column addition to add any pair of 4-digit numbers. Add and subtract near multiples of 10, 100 and 1000 to or from 3- and 4-digit numbers using place value.  Solve word problems involving addition and subtraction.

Multiplication and division

Consolidate using a method to multiply 3-digit by 1-digit and using known multiplication facts to divide. 

Fractions 
To convert fractions to decimals and find a fraction of number. Children will look at finding fractions of shapes and equivalent fractions.

Sound
At the end of the unit, Children will be able to observe and name a variety of sources of sound. They will be able to identify how sounds are made and to find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produce it.

	Computing

E-safety
Children will look at how to keep themselves and others safe online. They will learn about what information is safe to share and what is not. The children will finish this unit by producing a board game about keeping safe on the internet.
	History
Egyptians 
Children learn about the achievements of this ancient civilisation. They will learn about how and where the ancient Egyptians lived, what was important to the daily lives of ancient Egyptians, who Tutankhamun was and how mummies were made. They will also write a diary entry as Howard Carter when he found Tutankhamun’s tomb. The children will learn about how Egyptian people communicated by using hieroglyphs.
