Food and our bodies

· To find out about healthy and balanced diets

· To gather, record and present data in different ways

· To describe the basic parts of the skeletal system

· To observe and compare animals with and without skeletons

· To look at joints, and how bones and muscles help us move.
· To make observations.


	Computing

Children will be taught how to send an email within a monitored emailing platform. They will learn how to add attachments and how to be a responsible digital citizen by thinking about the content of what they send. The unit will finish with children learning about cyberbullying, how to recognise it and how to avoid being unkind online.
	Geography
Extreme Earth

Children will begin by thinking about what is underneath our feet and then learn about the different layers of the earth. They will explore how volcanoes are formed, what causes earthquakes and how these are measured. Finally, they will learn about the causes of tsunamis and tornadoes. Throughout the unit, children will think and discuss how these extreme weathers impact people’s lives.

Musical styles considered in this unit are R&B, Western Classical, Musicals, Motown and Soul.

All the learning is focused around: Let Your Spirit Fly. Through games, the dimensions of music (pulse, rhythm, pitch etc), singing and playing instruments are all linked.
