	PRIME AREAS OF LEARNING



	PERSONAL, SOCIAL & EMOTIONAL DEVELOPMENT

· Encouraging the children to work towards goals and targets and celebrate these achievements.
· Sharing resources with peers.
· Setting a variety of tasks that encourage everyone to work together harmoniously. 
	PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT

· Changing our shoes to wellies if appropriate and putting on our coats for outdoor play. Continue to try zips independently.
· Self-Care and the promotion of independence when washing our hands and using the toilet.

	COMMUNICATION & LANGUAGE

· Focusing on rhythm and rhyme.

· Focusing on alliterations – words beginning with the same sound.

· Develop understanding through comprehension at story time.

· Phonics Phase 1 phonics and the beginning of Phase 2 set 1 – if appropriate


	SPECIFIC AREAS OF LEARNING



	LITERACY

· Revisit Phonics Phase 1.
Begin to learn Phase 2. Recognising sounds and practising letter formation when mark making.
· Practise letter formation when name writing.
· Continue to share stories and ask questions about characters and plot.
	MATHEMATICS

· Comparing sets of objects, identifying ‘more’ and ‘less’.

· Beginning to match numerals to set values.

· Making and continuing patterns.


	UNDERSTANDING OF THE WORLD

· Look at seasons and how the World has changed from Autumn. Discuss to time of Winter and continue weekly themes around this topic.
· Encourage the children to talk about special times for their family and friends.


	EXPRESSIVE ARTS & DESIGN

· Using music, rhythm, story, song, rhyme, sensory play and dance to teach essential skills for writing: 
coordination, rhythm, wrist strength & flexibility, balance between tension & relaxation, flowing angular & circular movements, control of speed & direction of movements, control of pressure and concentration.
